they decide MEA policies.

In between the fall and spring RAs, the MEA Board of Directors meets six times a year to make
policy.

The nine members of the MEA Executive Committee meet regularly to conduct business.

MEA Communications, ESP/Organizing/Higher Education/Bargaining, Public Affairs, Legal
Services, Professional Development and Human Rights, Research and UniServ provide services to
members.
